Early Arrival Policy 

With the increasing number of troops wishing to arrive early, a standard policy has been developed to insure the safety of the campers, staff and Camp Tapico for all troops who arrive in camp early.

( Each Scout and adult utilizing the early arrival program will be required to pay

   an additional fee for this service.

· No Early Arrivals will be permitted after 9:00pm.

· No early arrivals will be permitted into Camp prior to 2:00pm on Saturday or Sunday before Noon.

· All completed paperwork must be presented upon arrival (See Appendix Page 7 for complete listing)

As part of the Early Arrival Program, troops will now have the option of ordering meals for their early arrival on their Early Arrival Application.  The early arrival meal plan will include dinner #12, breakfast #2, and lunch #3 from the Camp Tapico Meal Plan.  There are no substitutions or partial meal plans being offered. The cost for the early arrival meal plan will be $12.00 per person. Troops will pick up their meals upon check-in. 
To utilize this program troops need to do the following things:

Check In Procedures

An early arrival is any troop arriving between the hours of 2:00pm and 6:00pm on the Saturday prior to their scheduled week at Camp Tapico.  To avoid additional fees, please insure that you do not arrive earlier than 2:00pm or later than 6:00pm.  

· When you arrive at Camp Tapico you will report directly to the Administration Building to check in.

· Troops that do not have their entire unit with them will have to repeat the following steps with those that arrive on Sunday

· Have the following items ready

· Four copies of Troop Roster 

· All those who will be camping during the week

· Medical Forms for all youths and adults

· Your troop program for Saturday and Sunday

· After check in, troops will follow the steps listed below

· Troops will be assigned a Tour Guide

· Medical re-checks

· Commissary

Commissary services will be provided to those troops who participated in the Early Arrival Meal Plan.

· Quartermaster 

· Campsite

· Swim Checks

· Troops who do not have more than ½ of their troop with them will be assigned a Sunday swim check time.

· Troops checking in after 5:00pm will have swim checks beginning at 12:30pm on Sunday

Other Considerations

· At the time of your arrival, our camp staff is attempting to close the previous week's camp and set-up for your week.  Please be courteous and cautious.

· All vehicles must be out of your campsite no later than 10:00pm the night of your arrival. No vehicles may be left in campsites overnight

· The camp staff is not on duty from Saturday afternoon until Sunday at

10:00a.m. Therefore, program areas are closed and off Limits.  Please be prepared to conduct your troop program.

· There will be limited camp services available on Saturday.  Please plan accordingly.  There will be a camp cabinet member available in the administration building until 9:00 pm on Saturday to check you in and answer your questions.  However, no other services will be available.

Troops are responsible for:

· Troop program

· Adhere to all council, camp, state, and national rules, and regulations

· Adhere to camp shower policies

· All food/staples for your early arrival, if you are not using the early meal plan

· All program areas are closed

· Leadership

· Maintaining discipline

· Private staff residences are Off Limits
· Proper operation and parking of vehicles

· Quiet Hours

· Any damage which occurs

· The early arrival program is a privilege offered at Camp Tapico..  Your compliance of all early arrival policies will enable your troop to take advantage of this important camp service in the future.
