Camp Tapico Guidelines

The principles of the Scout Oath are the guiding principles of the Tall Pine Council camp program.  The Outdoor Program Committee for the health, safety and protection of all Scouts and leaders attending camp has established the following rules.

· Two-deep adult leadership is a National Policy.  If your troop cannot meet this policy, you must contact the Tall Pine Council Service Center, 810-235-2531, so arrangements can be made for you to meet this policy.

· The “buddy system” is mandatory.

· No personal guns or ammunition will be allowed at camp.  Archery equipment may be brought and must be checked in at the ranger station upon arrival.  

· Instruct all Scouts that red flags and fences warn of rifle and archery ranges.  Keep away from those areas at all times.  You must request permission to enter these areas from the staff in charge of the appropriate range.

· Alcoholic beverages and illegal drugs are not permitted in any Scout camp.

· Tour Permits should be filled out prior to arrival at camp.

· Units must have adult leadership in camp at all times.  No hazing.

· Troops that use their own tents should be sure that tents meet the national camping standards of 30 square feet of sleeping space for the Scout and be labeled properly with no flames in tent sign.  

· No "moonlight swimming or boating".

· Each boy should have proper instruction in use of knives and axes.  Sheath knives are not appropriate.  We encourage your Scouts to earn Totn' Chip with the troop before camp.

· Shoes must be worn at all times to prevent stone bruises, cuts, and thorn punctures. Exceptions:  beach & showers.

· No “horseplay” permitted.

· Smoking:  Allowed in designated smoking areas.

· If your troop uses 2-way radios, please do not use channel 1, sub-station 1, unless an adult needs to contact the administration building.

· Keep your latrine clean and disinfected.  Toilet seats should be kept down when not in use.

· Running in camp is limited to organized activities only.

· Develop a campsite bed check procedure.  Missing person situations should be reported to the Administration Building immediately.

· Do not store food in tents, as it will attract wildlife.

· Do not use spray cans near tents and tarps, as it will neutralize the water repellency of the canvas.  We encourage your Scouts to use lotion or roll-on insect repellent. 
· Tent sides should be rolled for airing every day, weather permitting.

· Watch for signs of exhaustion and wet clothes in times of inclement weather.

· Air sleeping bags, blankets, shoes and clothes daily, weather permitting.

· Remain within the camp boundaries.

· Respect the privacy of your neighbors.  Do not enter another troop's campsite unless invited.  Troop campsites are off limits.

· Lost and found items are to be turned in to the Camp Office.  The camp is not responsible for items left unclaimed for more than one week.
